Данный урок являлся завершающим в рамках темы «Выбор профессии» в выпускном 11-м классе. В связи с тем, что в настоящее время дети склонны выбирать будущую профессию с учётом, в первую очередь, её материальной перспективы, то основным дискуссионным моментом для ток-шоу был поставлен вопрос «Does Money Buy Happiness?»

Уровень обучения группы средний, учащимся требуется время для подготовки высказывания, в речи присутствуют ошибки, не препятствующие пониманию сказанного. Следует отметить достаточно высокий уровень внутренней мотивации большинства учащихся, а также интерес к творческим возможностям обучения.

Класс: 11.

Тема: Выбор профессии.
Практическая цель:  развитие умений монологической и диалогической речи.

Образовательная цель: совершенствование лексических навыков.

Развивающая цель: развитие творческих способностей и аналитического мышления.

Воспитательная цель: формирование правильного ценностного отношения к материальному благополучию.
Сопутствующие задачи: повышение мотивации изучения английского языка, формирование ответственности, самостоятельности и коллективизма.

Время подготовки проекта: 1-2 недели.

Продолжительность презентации: 1-2 академических часа.

Оборудование: проигрыватель и аудиозаписи/музыкальный инструмент, декорации – плакаты с денежной символикой, название ток-шоу, копилки и др.; микрофон, карточки для ведущего, задания на отдельных плакатах, знак «applause» - всё подготовлено учащимися в рамках проектной работы.

Этапы работы над проектом:
1. Подготовительный этап:
· определение типа ток-шоу, выбор названия;

· определение героев передачи;

· распределение индивидуальных ролей;

· постановка основных проблем в рамках темы;

· формирование творческих групп;

· планирование работы внутри групп;
Примерная инструкция выполнения проекта

Guidelines for Project Work
1. Work out a plan in collaboration with groupmates who are going to do the project. Discuss whether you have got enough time.

2. Prepare a list of questions you would like to answer in case of an interview or opinion poll; you will have to elaborate the questions ever more thoroughly.

3. Decide what resources you need to collect the information.

4. Compile a data base as large as possible and sort out the information you have collected.

5. Assess and select the facts. Decide which of them will go into the project and into which part of it.

6. Make a detailed plan of your project presentation. Write a draft and then make all possible improvements before you are through with the final version.

7. Get ready for the in-class presentation. Think how to organize the entire space of your presentation (i.e. posters, pictures, slides and what not).

Music: «Money» - ABBA. 
The show begins. 
Host / hostess (H.): Good afternoon, ladies and gentlemen! I am glad to see you at our show «Modern View». Our topic today is «Does Money Buy Happiness»? Today we’ll try to find out if money makes us feel better.

Applause. (the sign is shown by the administer)

Who is confirmed that money is everything? Raise your hands! (The host comes up to the attenders and asks them questions).

Why do you believe in money? Can you say that you are really happy? How much money would make you happy?
No two minds think alike! Let’ see what celebrities think of money and its role in their lives.
Our first guest is an ambitious young lady. Meet Sonya Carter!
Applause.

I. Sonya Carter (17 years old). 

· She is beautiful and very clever. She wants to make a career of a singer. She is sure that nowadays being intelligent is not enough to be rich. She has passed a casting for a famous reality-show and now she is waiting for the call. She thinks she will have enough time to make a good family, but money is in the first place.
H.: Hello. Nice to meet you.

S: Nice to meet you, too. 

H.: Valerie you are so nice. How do you study at college? 

S.: I have got best marks in all tests. My teachers think I’m really bright and I can reach everything I want.
H.: Wow, you are perfect. What do you think of your future career? 

S.: As for me, I want to be a singer, an actress perhaps. I've passed casting for a reality-show you all like so much. And I am waiting for the call. 

H.: Why don’t you want to continue your studies? Maybe you could become a scientist? 

S.: I would like to earn money. A lot of money. Money is the best thing one can ever gain. I’ll be able to buy half-Paris. Or a little island in the ocean…  

H.: What about having a family? 

S.: I think I will not make a good wife, I’m too pretty for being locked up in a marriage. 

H.: No, you’re just too young to value it.

Contradictions from the audience.

Further questions.

H.: Thank you! Now we are going to meet our next guest, but first - a quiz on our channel.

H.: Look at it this way, you could have all the money in the world, but be alone. If you don't have anyone close to share the wealth with, how happy is that? Spending time counting your money, but having no real friends, is sad and lonely. 

We are at our studio again and our next guest is Mr. John Johnson. 

Applause.

II. John Johnson (45 years old).

· (the voice-over – performed by the administer) A rich businessman, a self-made millionaire. His business is very profitable and he’s got reliable residual income. Sometimes he participates in charity projects. Prospective, friendly and good-looking, but alone. He does not feel satisfied of his life at all. He wasn't sure they his women really loved him, but his money. 

J:. Good afternoon everybody. I’m John Johnson. 

H.: Mr. Brown, we know that you are quite well-to-do, your business is very profitable. Can you call yourself happy? 

J.: Well, I have enough money to live without any problems. The main problem is that I have no wife and no children. I was an orphan, so a family is still a dream of mine… I spent so much time working that I’ve never fell in love with anybody for real. There were many beautiful, even famous women in my life who wanted to marry me, but I was not sure they really loved me, not my money. 

H.: At least, you don’t pretend you can buy everything!  We wish you to find your true love! But perhaps, it’s not so easy for people of your range. 
By the way, there are a lot of sad stories of lottery winners ending up broke, depressed and lonely.
Applause.

Questions from the audience.
Conversation with the audience: 

H.: Do you have enough money? Enough pocket money?
Possible answers:

· The first pocket money is usually given by parents to children for sweets, and other money problems are to be solved by parents. But when a child becomes older his needs mature. He has a lot of hobbies which make him interested in buying different books, CDs, cassettes, cards. But in our modern world many children spend their pocket money wrongly, buying cigarettes and alcoholic drinks. I think that parents must be careful with giving pocket money. 
· I’ve got more than enough, but I can't spend money wisely. I always buy things that I can do without. 

· My parents are very considerate and supportive, and they always give me money if I need something.

· Money spent should give fun. You can save up your pocket money, and can buy flowers for your mum. Anyway, if you have an imagination, you can spend your money well. You can go to the park with your friends and breathe fresh air in the countryside. You can also go to museums, or theatres. 

· My work gives me little money, so I must spend money wisely. 

H.: And now – another wonderful quiz!  Of course, about money!
1. How are Presidents chosen to be on money? 

(Act of Congress, Secretary of Treasury on the advice of BEP [Engraving Office]. After the design is chosen, it's reviewed by Fine Arts Commission.)

2. Can living people appear on money? 

(No. Only history's top leaders get their portraits on currency.)

3. What is the most popular dollar banknote?

(45% of all currency produced is the one dollar.)

I bet you don’t know names of all the persons illustrated on dollars. What are they? Were all of them presidents? 
	(Faces) on the bills

(note: some of Faces on dollar bills were not presidents)
	Pictures of Bills

	President on $1 one dollar bill: George Washington. George Washington is also on quarter dollar coin.
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	President on $2 two dollar bill: Thomas Jefferson.

Thomas Jefferson is also on a nickel coin.
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	President on $5 five dollar bill: Abraham Lincoln.

Abraham Lincoln is also on a cent/penny.
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	Face on $10 ten dollar bill: Alexander Hamilton.

He was not a president.
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	President on $20 twenty dollar bill: Andrew Jackson. Andrew Jackson was featured on one dollar $1 coin.
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	President on $50 fifty dollar bill: U.S. Grant.

Grant was featured on $0.50 cent coin.
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	Face on $100 one hundred dollar bill: Benjamin Franklin. He was not a president.

Benjamin Franklin was featured on half-dollar coin.
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	President on $500 five hundred dollar bill: William McKinley. William McKinley was featured on gold dollar coin.
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	President on $1,000 one thousand dollar bill: Grover Cleveland. Most expensive $1,000 bill: Grand Watermelon - sold at over $2.2 million at auction
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	President on $5,000 five thousand dollar bill: James Madison. James Madison was featured on one dollar $1 coin.
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	Face on $10,000 ten thousand dollar bill: Salmon P. Chase. He was not a president.

	President on $100,000 one hundred thousand dollar bill: Woodrow Wilson.
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	$1,000,000 dollar bill - does not exist - only promotional copies.

H.: Ladies and gentlemen, we continue our show and I want you to meet our next guest – he’s so famous I don’t have to present him! 

Applause.

III. A rock star, Andrew Starring (26 years old). 

· (the voice-over – performed by the administer) He is a very popular rock star. He is notorious. He has just published his album «Crazy» and got an amazing fee. He thinks that money is the only thing that can make people happy. He helps his parents though not very much. He is sure that you can buy everything: things, love, devotion, health, and friendship. If you have money you feel like God. 

H.: - Hi! So glad to see you here. How are things with you? 

A.: OK. I've just released a new album. It's called «Outrageous». And I got an amazing fee. It's an outrageous sum of money. People love me, and money loves me, too!
H.: We can see you're so happy! Is it money that makes you feel so great? 

A.: It’s true,   it's the only thing that people need in life. I can buy everything I want, and everybody! 

H:. Sounds pretentiously! Are you sure that you can buy everything: not only things, but health, respect, love and friendship? 

A.: Yeah, if you have money you feel like god. 
H.: Who can argue?
Contradictions from the audience. Questions.

H.: Before we meet another guest let's have a quiz on our channel.
Translate some proverbs about money.

IV. Mr. White (50 years old).

· (the voice-over – performed by the administer) He thinks that there is no need to have a lot of money in our life. Nothing can make a man happy except himself. He is a philosopher, a poet. He doesn't get much money, but he is not sure that a large sum of money would make him crazy. He lives in the countryside. When he goes out if his house and sees all that beauty of the nature he feels really excited. Why have money when you are so rich? 

H.: You think that there money gives no happiness.. Am I right? 

W.: Well, yes. In my opinion nothing in the world can make you happy if you don’t value everything you have now. Think of your friends, family, pets, the nature around you. Be creative! Create your own lives!
H.: How do you earn your living? 

W.: I'm a poet. I don't get much money, but I'm not sure that a large sum of money would give me more than I have. 

H.: Then what’s happiness for you? 

W.: Happiness? To live. Not to buy, to earn, to boast. Just to enjoy every moment of your life as it comes! Diogenes is said to destroy the single wooden bowl he possessed on seeing a peasant boy drink from the hollow of his hands.  I’m happy with who I am, what I am, what I am doing, and where I am going.

Life is good, and it just keeps getting better!
Questions from the audience.

H.: Thank you, Mr. White. We are confirmed that you are really happy and prosperous. 

Applause.

H.: Thank you for visiting us. Good luck.
